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with her awesome power, the volcano goddess, 
Pele, shaped the island of Hawai‘i and left an  
inspiring legacy of nature and culture. Tradition is 
literally carved into the landscape where petroglyphs 
and historical heiau mark the passage of the earliest  
Island residents. Here is the birthplace of King  
Kamehameha I. Here is the landing spot for the  
first European missionaries. Historic temples,  
monuments, palaces and parks mark important  
sites to be shared with respect and honor by  
island residents and visitors. Pele’s work is  
unfinished here, making Hawai‘i Island a place  
to discover again and again.
